The purpose of the camp was to train
these young people, aged between 12 and 17, as peer-
educators, on relevant issues such as gender-based violence,
bullying, communication and conflict

although a little reluctant at the start, soon got involved in
the different activities and interactive games. The camp
was a great time for the students to meet other students
from another school, as well as interacting with students
of different age-groups. As the trainers, we had the
opportunity of getting to know these young people, and
they gradually opened up to us more, over the course of the
three days. Trainer’s for the course included Altanchimeg
from the National Centre Against Violence (NCAV),
Leslie from the Peace Corps, and our own Byambatseren,
Ariuntsetseg and Carly. Most of these students have come
to accept violence, and violent behaviour as the norm

in their schools, and often in their family lives too, so it
was really exciting to be able to share with them about
how they can positively influence their peers and deal
with different kinds of violence. At the end of the camp,
students went around the circle and gave compliments

to each other, and it was great to see how everyone had
bonded as a group. There was an air of excitement and
also sadness as we all stood outside together, in the snow,
for one last group photo. We said our goodbyes, and the
bus was full of singing as we bounced along the road
back to the city. We know that these students will be
empowered to share the knowledge, so that many young
people will be able to live more positive lives.
