The goal of the project is to develop organic
agricultural production, establish a Participatory
guarantee system (PGS), and improve the
livelihoods of smallholder farmers in Selenge
province. Furthermore, we are working to increase
consumer awareness of organic agriculture,
improve the capacity and governance of project
cooperatives, produce value-added end products
through the introduction of organic products, and
contribute to providing healthy and safe food.

The Partnership for Organic Agriculture
project has been successfully implementing its
goals and objectives since September 1, 2018, and
is currently working with 928 members of 30
primary cooperatives in 11 soums of Selenge
province. Our primary cooperatives are engaged in
organic vegetable farming and bee farming.

Selenge province is known as a breadbasket
area of Mongolia. Therefore, most members of the
cooperative grow vegetables, and some of them
are engaged in beekeeping and livestock. In 2020,
1137 cooperative members were engaged in

organic agriculture, cooperative governance and
management, business and vocational training.
Also, more than 250 farmers who took the oath of
allegiance to organic farming planted 29 types of
vegetables on 206 hectares in accordance with the
organic standards. They harvested a total of 1,975
tons of certified organic vegetables and seven tons
of organic honey, and sold 1.1 billion MNT worth of
productslocally and in Ulaanbaatar.

Seasonality of agricultural income is one of
the biggest challenges being faced by the people in
the agricultural sector. The project provided the
cooperatives with small-scale equipment for off-
season business activities based on their needs
and business plan to diversify their income and
ensure sustainability.

As a result, cooperatives established small
workshops such as baking, sewing, and producing
dairy products, making organic fertilizers and felt
products in the community. Besides, they opened
the "Selenge Organic" store in August 2020 in
Ulaanbaatar and the brand was created because of
their collaborative mind and hard work.




BADAM'S STORY

“l am grateful to donors and ADRA that helped
us to be organic farmers and contribute to
producing healthy products and creating a
friendly environment to nature”. -Badam

Ms. Badam worked as a secretary for the
local court during the socialist time in
Zuunkharaa soum, Selenge province.
Unfortunately, she lost her job due to staff
downsizing in 2001. After that, Badam and her
husband, Yura, started to grow vegetables in
their small plot. For almost a decade they grew
vegetables, but theirincome was not enough.

Therefore, she decided to establish a
cooperative named “Zuun Kharaa Baylag" with
14 farmers of the soum in 2011. Also, Badam
was elected director of the cooperative, and
her cooperative was selected as one of the
beneficiaries of Partnership for Organic
Agriculture project in 2018. Since that time,
they have beenlearning how to grow vegetable
under organic standards.

In October 2018, they started
participating in the “Partnership for Organic
Agriculture” project to produce and deliver

certified organic products to consumers,
followed by value-added dried (parsley, anise,
beet) and pickled products (beet salad,
chequered salad, cabbage salad).

[n addition, by increasing the variety of
vegetables in spring planing, they can meet
their household needs with more than 20
varieties and promote organic production in
the soum. Her cooperative sold in 2019,
“Selenge Organic” store and exhibition 17
million MNT, and in 2020, 19 million MNT.

S.Badam has become a champion of the
soum in 2020 by encouraging organic farming,
increasing the yield from small areas, and her
annualincome.

The Sustainable Agriculture, Food and
Economics Resilience-2 project is based on the
achievements and experience of the home
gardening development project in 2011-2014
years and the cooperative agriculture
development project in 2015-2019. The ultimate
outcome of the project is to increase the food
and nutrition, security and improve the
livelihoods of 845 vulnerable households who
are living in mountainous areas with harsh
climatesin Bayn-Ulgii province.

The first year of the project started on
April1,2020 and 15 people have been selected as
Master Gardener Trainers (MGTs) based on
their experiences as well as speaking and
communication skills in their previous projects.
Each MGT is in charge of 10 households and
regularly visits and teaches the beneficiary
members.

Trainers have specific responsibilities and
key in working with the project team. Together
with the project agronomist and training
specialist, the 15 MGTs conducted theoretical

and practical trainings on home gardening with
their respective groups under the guidance and
supervision of the SAFER project team.

150 households were selected as master
gardeners from the three target soums and were
involved in the first year of the project and the
agricultural trainings. These trainings have
eight sessions with 34 topics in the developed
agriculture training curriculum which included
basic knowledge in gardening and new
technologies with new methods such as
permaculture practices and Mittleider methods
withraised boxes and cold frames.

Furthermore, all target households were
provided with 12 types of vegetable seeds and
three types of hand tools, and they are
cultivating successfully. Kitchen clubs were
also established in three target soums to provide
members with food training, which began on
August 1, 2020, and was led by a professional

chef and trainer. Preparations are underway to
publish agricultural and cooking manuals with
detailed explanations to be distributed to all
households.




KHUMAR’S STORY

“l am very thankful to ADRA Mongolia's
SAFER-2 Project and wishing to share my
newfound wealth of growing vegetables to
others through home gardening” - Khumar

T. Khumar lives with his wife and son's
family in one house. There are seven people but
no one in his household is employed, and the
household total income is 600,000 MNT,
including his wife's state welfare allowance,
child support for his three grandchildren from
the government, and his son's seasonal casual
worker salary at the local market.

However, this amount of money does not
meet all needs of his family. Therefore, Khumar
became a member of the agriculture activity
cooperative in 2015 and began to learn how to
grow vegetables more diligently than others.
Due to the fenced houses are on the riverbank,
the houses tend to be low-quality, built of ash
blocks with small clay greenhouses.

Vegetable gardens are often flooded during
groundwater levels and require regular
maintenance. Khumar is happy to say that using
the method to plant in the boxes and narrow
beds taught by Aleksey, an international
agricultural consultant, is helped him to avoid
flooding.

This year, he planted cucumbers in early
April during the cold days by heating the
greenhouse. Thanks to this hard work, Khumar
became a farmer who had his first crops early,
by June 25, and sold them at a good price per kg.
[t was a great action that made the project team
happy.

By the end of September, he had harvested
around 700kg of crops from the greenhouse,
earned about 2,800,000 MNT (1400CADS$)
selling at the local market, and could use the
earnings for various household needs. He really
enjoys Agriculture training and never misses
them.

He said "l really interested in growing
cabbage but it was difficult due to weather
conditions and soil quality. But thanks to
agricultural training, [ was able to take good care
and harvest a good crop of cabbage.

Following the COVID-19-outbreak in
Wuhan, China, the government of Mongolia
closed all air and land border crossings with
China, and as of mid-February have suspended
allinternational flights and passenger trains.

Furthermore, all public events
(conferences, sports games, festivals, religious
meetings, etc.) have been canceled and all
educational institutes remained closed across
the country until June 30. Citizens have been
prohibited from traveling internationally, and
anyone returning to the country is subject to a
21-day quarantine.

On March 10, Mongolia reported its first
coronavirus case. As of June 14, there were 197
confirmed cases of COVID-19, all of which are
imported cases.

However, while an outbreak of COVID-19
has been controlled so far through these
measures, the country is still being affected by

the pandemic in an economic sense. Certain
workplaces have reduced their hours, resulting
in individuals losing a partial amount of their
income, while others have completely lost their
jobs, resulting in the inability to provide for their
households.

ADRA Mongolia recognized that low-
income families with many children, or those
caring for the elderly and disabled, as well as
single parents, are the most economically
implicated. This emergency response worked
under the Cash Assistance sector. It was
implemented in Ulaanbaatar from April 14 to July
1 with the collaboration of the Seventh-day
Adventist Mongolia Mission (MM) and Social
Welfare and Protection Departments of the
Bayangol and Chingeltei districts.

A total of 315 households (1674 individual
family members as beneficiaries) have received
direct aid through cash transfers. Each
beneficiary household received $100 USD
(275,000 MINT in local currency) into their bank
accountand a cash voucher certificate.




ENKHTUUL'S STORY

“l feel really lucky that ADRA has chosen to
help my family. |l know many families like mine
who are going through a hard time, so I'm
appreciative for the help we're receiving.” —
Enkhtuul

Enkhtuul lives in Ulaanbaatar city, the
capital of Mongolia. At 19 years old, Enkhtuul is
in her second year of university, where she is
studying the Korean language and culture. I[n
her first year, she worked while studying to
contribute to her family's income and help pay
for her tuition, but this proved to be too much to
manage. This year, she decided not to work
while studying, but after her first semester, it
became apparent that she would need to work
again to help her family.

She began looking for employment, but
there were no jobs available to her. Due to the
government restrictions and its attempts to
promote social distancing, many workplaces
have had to reduce working hours or let people
go entirely. Enkhtuul believes this is why she
isn't able to find work. This also affects her
mother, who earned a living working odd
household jobs for people. Because of social
distancing, families have stopped offering her
employment.

Currently, Enkhtuul's family's only source
of steady income comes from her
grandmother's pension and the government's
child-support monetary given to her mother.
Enkhtuul has had to drop out of school this
semester because this amount is not enough to
cover her tuition costs. She is thankful because
the $100 USD she received from ADRA
Mongolia and its partners is equivalent to her
grandma's monthly pension. This means that for
at least one month, she won't have to worry
abouther family.

Despite her challenges, Enkhtuul dreams
of a bright future. After the government
restrictions are lifted, she will work hard to
finish university and go to Korea, where she
wants to attend grad school and work to
support her family. Though she has many
dreams for herself, her biggest dream is to be
able to financially care for her loved ones.
